	Peer Mediation
	This program is designed to teach students to find peaceful solutions to problems.  It is implemented in all elementary schools and secondary schools.


	Respect and Protect
	Respect and protect is a program that makes schools safe and supportive for all students by reducing the frequency and severity of violent acts.  This program is implemented in selected schools in the county.


	Character Education
	House Bill 2208 established an approach to integrate character education into all aspects of school culture.  It recognizes the six character traits of respect, responsibility, caring citizenship, justice, fairness and trustworthiness.


	“Here’s Looking at You”
	This is a curriculum designed to reduce risk factors correlated with drug use.  The program is intended for implementation at the elementary school level.


	“Second Step”
	This curriculum addresses behavioral skills necessary to act prosocially.  Units include empathy training, problem solving and anger management.  This program is also designed for implementation at the elementary school.


	Student Intervention Teams


	A method of identification, intervention, and referral of students who are at risk academically and behaviorally.  All elementary and secondary schools have Student Assistance Teams.



	Crisis Prevention and Intervention
	As required by Safe Schools' law, all schools have an emergency services plan in place. Surveillance cameras have been placed in all secondary schools along with two-way communication systems and/or walkie-talkies in all schools.
