	Rights and Responsibilities
	All students will receive a copy of the Raleigh County Rights and Responsibilities handbook.  School safety requires a broad-based effort on the part of the entire community, including parent’s educations, students, law enforcement agencies, business and faith-based organizations.   Therefore it is important to use a team approach to help young people become productive citizens.



	Students
	The Student Code of Conduct states that WV public school students will:
· Help create an atmosphere free from bullying, intimidation, and harassment.
· Demonstrate honesty and trustworthiness.
· Treat others with respect, deal peacefully with anger, use good manners and be considerate of the feelings of others.
· Demonstrate responsibility, use self-control, and be self disciplined.
· Demonstrate fairness, play by the rules, and never take advantage of others.
· Demonstrate compassion and caring.
· Demonstrate good citizenship by obeying laws and rules, respecting authority, and by cooperating with others.

	Levels of Violations
	Violations to the Code of Conduct are described in levels from I through IV.  
Level I violations are minor and/or infrequent misconduct which disrupts the orderly conduct of the educational process.  
Level II violations involve misconduct that results in a violation of personal or property rights of others.  
Level III violations are criminal acts or are serious enough that they present a direct and immediate threat to the welfare of self or others or have the potential to cause substantial interference with a positive learning environment.  
Level IV violations include any offense pertaining to or in any way involve the sale and distribution of alcohol, illegal drugs, inhalants, repeat offense of drug, alcohol or drug paraphernalia, possession or repeat offense of being under the influence of alcohol or drugs.  Level IV violations also include any offense pertaining to the use or possession of a deadly weapon or battery on a school employee.
